A Brief History of The Land of Israel 



Jewish presence in the land began about 

1300 B.C.E. with the conquest of Canaan 

following The Exodus from Egypt 



Later in history Israel was conquered and 

the First Temple was destroyed by the  

Babylonians in 586 B.C.E.  

 

Israel spent 70 years in exile in Babylon  

before returning back to The Land of Israel 



In 70 C.E. Titus plundered and destroyed the Temple 
in Jerusalem, and then the city itself, slaughtering 
hundreds of thousands of Jews. To celebrate this 
victory over the Jews, the great Triumphal Arch of 
Titus was constructed in the Forum of Rome, where 
it stands today. Its relief depicts Titus' army carrying 
the treasures of Jerusalem into Rome

The Bar-Kokhba Revolt (132-135 C.E.) 

In 123 C.E. the Jews organized guerilla forces 
and began launching surprise attacks against the 
Romans 

In 135 C.E. Hadrian, the Emperor of Rome, 
defeated the rebellion and banished most of but 
not all of the Jews from The Land 

However, there always remained a Jewish 
presence in the Land for over 3700 years since 
the conquest by Joshua 



A solid Jewish life continued to maintain itself 

(after 135 C.E., principally in Galilee) based as it 

was formerly on agriculture and increasingly 

controlled by the intellectual leaders and the 

"Patriarchs" (presidents of the Sanhedrin) whose 

authority was in due course recognized by the 

Roman government also. This was the period of 

the intense intellectual life reflected in the 

Mishnah, Jerusalem Talmud, and Midrash. 



Jerusalem was turned into a pagan city called 

Aelia Capitolina and the Jews were forbidden to 

live there. They were permitted to enter only on 

the 9th of Av to mourn their losses in the revolt. 

Hadrian changed the ǊŜƎƛƻƴΩǎ name from Judea to 

Syria Palestina

The term άtŀƭŜǎǘƛƴŜέ has never been the 
name of a nation or state. It is a geographical 
term used to designate the region at those 
times in history when there is no nation or 
state there 



What Does ϦtŀƭŜǎǘƛƴŜέ Mean?  

The name "Falastin" that Arabs today use for 

"Palestine" is not an Arabic name. It is the Arab 

pronunciation of the Greco-Roman Ϧtŀƭŀǎǘƛƴŀέ 

which is derived from the plesheth, (root in Hebrew 

- palash) was a general term meaning άǊƻƭƭ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ 

ŘƛǊǘ ƻǊ ƳƛƎǊŀǘƻǊȅΦέ This referred to the Philistine's 

invasion and conquest of the coast from the sea 



The Philistines were not Arabs nor even 
Semites, they were most closely related 
to the Greeks. They came from the East 
Adriatic area. They did not speak Arabic.  
 
They had no connection, ethnic, linguistic 
or historical with Arabia or Arabs. They 
also disappeared from Israel sometime 
near 586 B.C.E. 



The use of the term "Palestinian" for an Arab 
ethnic group is a modern political creation 
which has no basis in fact - and had never had 
any international or academic credibility 
before 1967 
 
There never was a άǇŜƻǇƭŜέ called 
άtŀƭŜǎǘƛƴƛŀƴǎΦέ  
 



Is Jordan Palestine?  
 

In the next slide are two Jordanian State 
Stamps.  On the left, one from 1949 with a 
picture of King Abdullah of the Kingdom of 
Jordan and bears the label of Palestine in 
English and Arabic.  On the right, a 1964 
stamp bearing the likeness of King Hussein 
ŀƴŘ ǇƛŎǘǳǊŜǎ άMandated Palestineέ ŀǎ ŀƴ 
undivided territory including both present day 
Israel and Jordan

The only time "Palestine Area" was ruled by 

Arabs or any people from the Arabian 

Peninsula was briefly around 635 C.E. The 

only Arab domination since the conquest in 

635 C.E. lasted 22 years! 



άPalestineέ was laid waste. Its ancient canal and 

irrigation systems were destroyed and the 

wondrous fertility of which the Bible spoke 

vanished into desert and desolation. Under the 

Ottoman Empire of the Turks, the policy of 

disfoliation continued; the hillsides were denuded 

of trees and the valleys robbed of their topsoil ς 

this was done intentionally!

The Land in Exile 



Mark Twain, who visited Palestine in 1867, 
described it as:  
 
άΧŀ ŘŜǎƻƭŀǘŜ ŎƻǳƴǘǊȅ ǿƘƻǎŜ ǎƻƛƭ ƛǎ ǊƛŎƘ ŜƴƻǳƎƘΣ ōǳǘ 
is given over wholly to weeds - a silent mournful 
expanse.... A desolation is here that not even 
imagination can grace with the pomp of life and 
action.... We never saw a human being on the 
whole route.... There was hardly a tree or a shrub 
anywhere. Even the olive and the cactus, those fast 
friends of the worthless soil, had almost deserted 
ǘƘŜ ŎƻǳƴǘǊȅΦέ
